Off Campus Access  

• Go to the library home page http://www.aims.edu/kieferlibrary/index.html 
• Go to Off Campus Access on the left side of the screen. 
• Type in your Web Services username and password. 
• Click on Encyclopaedia Britannica. 

 
Finding Articles in Encyclopaedia Britannica 

• Type your search term in the Search box. 
• Click Go. 
• Click on encyclopedia article or video and image from list.   
• You can use the tabs to print the page, print the article, or email the text to 

yourself.  You can also copy from the article into a MS Word document. 
• The author and citation information is listed at the bottom of each article 

                in MLA and APA style.
