How do I meet the Assessment Requirement?

Prior to registering for classes, you mustshow proof of assessment either by 

taking the Accuplacer ORby providing ACT scores ORa college transcript.

ACT AccuplacerScores CollegeTranscripts

Reading Score 17 + 80

College-level English 

Course Completed 

with a òCó or better.

English Score 18 + 95

College-level English 

Course Completed 

with a òCó or better.

Math Score 19 + 85

College- levelmath 

course completed 

with a òCó or better.

What if I meet the requirement for the Math score but not English and/or 

Reading (or vice versa)?

üYou will be required to take the Accuplacer assessment only for those areas in which 

you cannot demonstrate proficiency.



What if I donõt do well on the Accuplacer?

Aims has a number of skill-building classes 

to prepare you for college-level work in 

reading, English, and math.

Youõll want to do your best on the 

Accuplacerbecause it will determine which 

course level of English and math you begin 

with at Aims.
