Holocaust Essay Contest Checklist – 2010
Prompt: 

The theme of this year’s Holocaust Memorial Observance is “Heroines of the Holocaust.”  Historically, many women have played an important role displaying their courage in helping defy the Nazis during World War II. However they were not often acknowledged for their heroism or courage.  Choose a female who has either made a contribution toward survival during the Holocaust or has shown exceptional courage or inspiration.  Explain the challenges that that person had to meet and what lessons you and others your age can learn from her experiences.
Essay Submission Checklist    

	· Is your essay between 400 and 500 words in length? (for high school students)
Is your essay between 300 and 400 words in length? (for middle school students)
· Have you given your essay a title page (with your name, essay title and school/teacher’s name? 
· Is your essay typed, double-spaced, one sided on white 8 1/2 by 11-inch paper?  

· Have you numbered the pages of your essay? 

· Have you made sure that your name and school does NOT appear anywhere on the essay manuscript? [it must only appear on the Entry Form accompanying the essay and the cover sheet]

· Have you completed the Entry Form and included it with your essay? 
· If you cannot scan the entry form, you may mail it or deliver it to the History office.  Make sure that paper copies (essay and application forms) are postmarked by Friday, March 19th or  delivered to the History Department at UNC (Ross Hall) by Monday,  March 22st
· Has your parent or guardian signed the Entry Form (if you are under the age of 16)? 

· Have you signed the Entry Form? In signing your work you certify that the essay is your own original work. Essays will be checked for plagiarism and will be disqualified if necessary. 
· Have you emailed the essay as a Microsoft Word attachment to the contest committee? 

· Have you made a hard copy for yourself keep for your own records? 

· Emailed essays must be emailed by Monday, March 22rd. by noon. If you do not receive an acknowledgement of receipt of the email attachment from the committee by Tuesday, March 23th, you will assume that the electronic essay was not delivered.  In that case, you must contact the History Department Office and supply contest superintendent with proof that you have previously sent it or it will not be considered for judging.
