Entry Requirements:  Students entering must be a resident of Colorado. who are currently enrolled full-time in a public or state   accredited private or parochial school in good standing; home-schooled students in an accredited program will also be accepted. A winner will be chosen in each of three divisions, grades  6 through 8; grades 9 -10; and grades 11-12.

To be eligible, all entries sent via email must be received by Monday, March 22nd at noon.
If entry form is sent via postal mail, it must be postmarked by Friday, March 19, 2010 and/or received by Monday, March 22, 2010. This means you may personally deliver them the History Office by Monday at noon.

· The essay must be typewritten in Microsoft Word, double-spaced and pages numbered.
· The author’s name must not appear on any of the pages, including the front page
·  A title page (front page) must include the title of the essay, the author’s name, school and teacher

· The essay should be  between four hundred (400) and five hundred (500) words in length for entries in the 9th through 12th grade division and between three hundred (300) and four hundred (400) words in length  for entries in the 6th through 8th grade division. 
No other materials will be accepted by the Holocaust Memorial Observance Committee (HMOC) in connection with this contest. All entries must be submitted in the name of an individual person and prizes will only be awarded to the person whose name is on each winning entry. Essays must be the entrants' original, previously unpublished work and will become the property of the HMOC.  HMOC will not acknowledge receipt of the essays in paper form but will acknowledge receipt of those in electronic format.    HMOC will reserve the right to use the essay in any manner or media in perpetuity without compensation.
Essays must be written in English and the student’s name shall appear only on the entry form and cover page of the essay. Essays on any topic other than the chosen Topic shall be disqualified. Any plagiarism and/or failure to properly identify non-original material by an entrant will result in such entrant's disqualification. Essays containing quotations or copyrighted materials which are not properly identified will also be disqualified. All words in the Essay except the title, bibliography and/or footnotes shall be counted towards the five hundred (500) word limit. Essays that HMOC and/or the judges deem, in their sole discretion, to be inappropriate or obscene will be void. Limit one (1) entry per person. 

The Committee is not responsible for misdirected, inaccurate, incomplete, lost, late, delayed, undelivered, damaged or illegible entries, and all such entries will be void. The HMOC may, in its sole discretion,  judge all eligible entries received up to time of such action using the judging procedures outlined below to determine the Winners. False or deceptive entries or acts will render the entrant ineligible. 

3. JUDGING: two top placements will be selected from each age group by a panel of judges selected by the HMOC on or before April  5, 2010  from all eligible entries received by the dates specified above. Criteria used will the same Rubric suggested by the Colorado Department of Education.  It is available on our website: http://www.aims.edu/holocaust . The decisions of the judges will be final and binding on all participants. In the event of a tie, both entrants will be announced. 


4. WINNER NOTIFICATION: Winners will be notified by the Committee within approximately two (2) days of determination. If a winner declines, is determined ineligible, or we are unable to contact that person, an alternate (next highest score) will be awarded the prize.

5. PRIZES:  Each age group will have one first-place winner who will receive a cash prize of $150.00.  The winning essay will be displayed on  the Greeley Tribune Website and they will have the opportunity to read their essay at one of the venues during the Holocaust Memorial Observance Week, April 11-15, 2010. Second place winners in each age group will receive $75.00.  All winners will receive a certificate indicating their win. Winners will also be announced publicly and receive their awards as the Holocaust Memorial service on Sunday evening, April 11, 2010. All entrants and their teachers will receive will receive written acknowledgement of their contribution.


6. Prompt: 
The theme of this year’s Holocaust Memorial Observance is “Heroines of the Holocaust.”  Historically, many women have played an important role displaying their courage in helping defy the Nazis during World War II. However they were not often acknowledged for their heroism or courage.  Choose a female who has either made a contribution toward survival during the Holocaust or has shown exceptional courage or inspiration.  Explain the challenges that that person had to meet and what lessons you and others your age can learn from her experiences.
Guideline: Four to five hundred words in length (for high school entries); three to four hundred words (for middle school entries), typewritten, double spaced, with numbered pages.
Essays will be judged on: relevance to the topic, originality, creativity, and  eloquence of writing style.
